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Maharashtra is one of progressive states in the country and has been a torchbearer in many fields. In the
ficld of conservation of Forests & Environment, Maharashtra has made rapid strides and has involved
people's participation in conservation of the forests and wildlife of the country. Maharashira supports
greater areas of forests under less forest cover and has undertaken steps to increase the tree cover and has
undertaken afforestation on a larger scale.

Afforestation measures by the Forest department alone prove inadequate both in terms of manpower and
financial capability of the State. In such a situation it is all the more important that the Industry houses
operational in the State of Maharashtra take a positive step forward to strengthen the resolve of the Forest
department in planting trees on large tracts of degraded forest land. Keeping this in view and the extant
guidelines of the Government of India, Maharashtra has come out with guidelines in undertaking
afforestation over degraded forest lands by the Industry by involving local NGOs in the operations on a tri-
partite basis.

The active participation of the people of Maharashtra in the rains of 2016 and 2017 in planting 282 crores
and 5.13 crore seedlings respectively, has now enabled to set planting of 13 crore plants in the 2018 rains
and 33 crore plants in the 2019 rains. The Forest department has identified suitable areas around Municipal
Corporations, Urban areas/municipalities, Industrial clusters of degraded forest land which could be taken
up by the Industry for afforestation on a Tri-partite basis. The details of such lands offered and potential is
reflected in this booklet brought out by the department.

I would like to appreciate the efforts and would invite the Industry houses o undertake massive
afforestation on degraded forest lands on a tripartite basis and utilise part of their CSR Funds or other funds
in this regards and contribute towards the mitipative measures of climate change in the state of
Maharashtra.
